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I DESIGN & PRODUCE

When a TV-channel starts to use ScreenBox 4.0, there are 4 phases to go through before a program can be broadcasted.
TV production company or advertising agency can do scripting and visual design, as well. The production process is simple
and there is no need to use difficult computer programming at any stage of the production.

Make a script or a storyboard on a paper that describes the program to be shown to the target audience. It is a description
of modules, schedule and content of the program.

. Art director or graphic designer creates the graphic design for a program modules
and background.

+ Each module is designed individually. Modules are placed on a background.
: PhotoShop is an excellent tool to visualize the multiple modules and it provides
: right kind of output for ScreenBox, to be saved to .tga or jpeg —format. ]

Graphic designer and programmer are able to test their ideas on screen by using :

INTERACTIVE MODULES

i Chat messages scroll smoothly. Chat/Greetings Message speed is adjustable. The scroll fastness is dependent on the

: amount of messages. It is possible to have individual image behind the chat-area.

i The audience can rate different kinds of things on screen. There can be several simultaneous rate topics for one interactive
i event. Combine Rate with other Interactive Modules to create interesting applications.

i Vote is a module that enables voting for the viewers. Vote displays the results on TV- screen, real-time. There can be
i several simultaneous vote topics for one interactive element.

Date is a module that scroll profiles in the screen. Viewers can create a profile by sending correctly formed SMS. This
i generic dating module allows multiple income streams and direct messaging anonymously.

: profile consists of: Nickname, Gender, either male or female and Profile text / Description of the person. :

i Multiple question patterns and competition patterns, insert questions with pictures, etc. High score list and other generic
: features allows designing a quiz for any purpose in short time.
i Use for Competitions, Advertising etc.

MMS- messaging (multimedia messages) is a mobile phone supported feature. ScreenBox has a possibility to implement
this new technology with all of its benefits. Viewers can send their own picture material or images within their message
to be used in broadcast.

You are able to control and moderate the MMS messages broadcasted on screen, and configure them in several ways;
size, placement, scroll, text colors, fonts etc. The Moderator screens all the messages before broadcasting, so inappropriate
messages can be deleted or moderated.

i External application can be anything from 3D- games to quizzes. External applications can be designed by anyone: they
i can be created using C++, Director, Java or any other programming language.
